Gli abitanti dell’area, che comprende l'intera
provincia di Lecce, quasi tutta quella di
Brindisi e parte di quella di Taranto, si distin-
guono per caratteristiche culturali e, seppur
con differenze, glottologiche rispetto al resto
della regione. Da un punto di vista storico
il Salento ha fatto parte per molti secoli
dell’antica circoscrizione denominata Terra
d’Otranto.

Il paesaggio architettonico richiama le citta
della Grecia per la predominanza assoluta
delle case bianche “a calce”, senza tetto
(con solaio), soprattutto in campagna e sulla
costa, ma i centri storici sono caratterizzati
dal barocco leccese, un lascito spagnolo del
Plateresco, che rispetto al Barocco del resto
d’ltalia si spoglia della sovrabbondanza pit-
torica degli interni e trasforma le facciate es-
terne di chiese e palazzi in veri arazzi scolpi-
ti. In cio, molta importanza ha avuto la locale
“pietra leccese”, tenera e malleabile e dal

caldo colore giallo rosaceo. Sia dal punto di
vista linguistico sia da quello architettonico,
folkloristico ed enogastronomico, la penisola
salentina si caratterizza per tratti comuni che
la distinguono dal resto della regione.

Una delle principali voci di entrata econom-
ica € comunque quella turistica che porta le
spiagge e le masserie del Salento ad essere
affollate di turisti durante il periodo estivo. Un
fenomeno di nicchia & legato all’attenzione
da parte di facoltosi turisti esteri, per lo piu
britannici, nei confronti dell’ospitalita rurale
salentina, tanto che, secondo alcuni, & in
atto nell’area un processo di valorizzazione
analogo a quello riscontrato pochi anni fa
nella campagna toscana, il fenomeno & svi-
luppato soprattutto nella provincia di Brindisi
e Lecce.

Di particolare interesse antropologico sono
'ormai estinto fenomeno del tarantismo,
una forma isterica di straordinario impatto
scenico, e I'invece rimontante culto per la
pizzica, la musica tradizionale e battente che
un tempo accompagnava i riti di guarigione
delle tarantate, cioé delle donne che si cre-
deva fossero state morse dalla tarantola.
